a. Uniform Civil Code for National Integrity : Vision of the Constituent Assembly
b. Uniform Civil Code in foreign countries : Its evaluation from perspective of India
c. Uniform Civil Code : Misconception regarding interference in religious faith
d. Uniform Civil Code : Necessary for Gender Justice
e. Uniform Civil Code : Freedom from personal laws-based legal complexity and litigation

The authors/speaker of the article/essay and speech-video and participants of Jan Samrthan Abhiyan will be
awarded by following Award—

1. Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Award (The Fundamental Right Committee in the chairmanship of Sardar
Patel recommended to enact Uniform Civil Code on 30 August 1947);
2. Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Award (Dr. Ambedkar argued in favour of Unifrom Civil Code in the Constituent
Assembly);
3. K.M. Munshi Award (K.M. Munshi strongly favoured Uniform Civil Code for India in the Constituent
Assembly);
4. Alladi Krishaswami Ayyar Award (A.K. Ayyar argued in favour of Unifrom Civil Code in the Constituent
Assembly);
5. Dr. Rajendra Prasad Award (Dr. Rajendra Prasad favoured to enact Uniform Civil Code instead of
religion-based law during decade of 1950);
6. Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia Award (Dr. Lohia run campaign to make Uniform Civil Code during the
decade of 1960-70);
7. Atal Bihari Vajpayee Award (Ex Prime Minister A. B. Vajpayee raised voice in favour of Uniform Civil
Code in the Parliament during the decade of 1980-90);
8. Justice Y.V. Chandrachud Award (Ex C.J.I. Justice Chandrachud called the Uniform Civil Code
necessary for naional unity through his historical judgment in 1985);
9. Shah Bano Begum Award (Shah Bano, an Indian woman, fought upto Supreme Court against
discrimination arising due to non-implementation of Uniform Civil Code).

-: Terms and Conditions :-
1. Under the 'Senior Student' category, the student of graduation, post graduation and research; and under the

'General' category any other persons may participate in the Competition.
2. The language of the article and speech-video (Solo or Group) will be Hindi or English.
3. The words-limit of the article will be 1000-1500 and time-limit of speech-video will be 5-10 minutes.
4. Before sending the article and speech-video, submit your registration form (Intial 1000 Registration Form

free) through the Current Activity on the website www.rashtriyaswaraj.org. The last date is 23 January
2021.

5. The article and speech-video may be sent alongwith the received registration number online through the
Email or Whatsapp or Telegram number of the organisation.

6. The decision of the Jury Board regarding the selection will be final.
7. About 50 finally selected articles and speech-videos will be published as the book alongwith the name of its

author/speaker and they will be awarded by the 'Uniform Civil Code Letter of Appreciation Award'.
8. Rashtriya Swaraj Parishad solemnize the day of adoption of Article 44 i.e. 23 November as the 'Uniform

Civil Code Day' and the day of Shah Bano decision i.e. 23 April as the 'Woman Justice day'. Inaugurating
the 'Nationwide Dialogue and Writing Competition' on 23 November 2020, the Prize Distribution and Award
Ceremony will be held on 23 April 2021.
